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At the forefront of Argentina’s wine industry, The Vines of Mendoza is a wine enterprise offering Private Vineyard Estates in the Uco Valley, and rarely available Argentine wines through their tasting room, wine bar, online store, and wine clubs. The company was founded in 2005. 

Investors who purchase their own vineyard estate produce 2,000-4,000 bottles per acre per year. Owners are involved in the production of their personal brand of wine as much or as little as they like, and alongside legendary Argentine winemaker Santiago Achával, they learn the winemaking process from soil selection to bottling.
HOW IT WORKS
Private Vineyard Estates
1) The investor buys an estate of at least 3 or as many as 18 acres, starting at $55,000 an acre ($145,000 per hectare versus Napa’s starting price of $720,000 per hectare). 

2) The owner is sent 8 bottles of wine from neighboring properties the Uco Valley.  

3) The owner chooses the wines they like, and provide feedback to The Vines of Mendoza, who in turn use this information to select grapes to produce the varietals desired. 
4) The Vines of Mendoza staff manages the entire winemaking process, from harvesting to distribution. Owners are welcome to, but by no means are required to, learn the winemaking process alongside Argentine wine experts.  

Acequia Wine Club
Members choose from two programs that showcase the best of boutique Argentine producers. 

Acequia Wine Club: Six bottles of highly credentialed wines shipped four times per year.

Acequia Reserva Wine Club: Four to six bottles of Argentine wines destined for legendary status shipped four times per year. 
The Vines Online Wine Shop: Ships 80 hard to find wines throughout the U.S and Europe. 

Vines of Mendoza Tasting Room: Visitors taste wines from 90 different premier Argentina wineries in one location. 

Vines Wine Bar & Vinoteca: Offers seasonal wines by the glass, and a collection of Argentina’s 100 best wines for purchase to carry or ship home.
